Hi Daniela,
 
Excellent work on those amendments. Thanks for all that you do.
 
Just one comment. Regarding the proposed Permitting amendment, I don’t understand the
justification for 19.21.2.10 Section H. It seems to me that federal employees working on federal
lands in the State of New Mexico should be subject to the laws of New Mexico just the same as
everyone else. State laws apply on federal lands the same as any other lands. Furthermore, federal
employees are no different than any other person in terms of their behavior toward the laws of our
State.
 
I have no confidence that all Forest Service or BLM employees are going to necessarily act in good
faith when it comes to collecting NM State Endangered plants on FS or BLM land. I have many
relationships with FS and BLM people and I like and respect them well enough, but that isn’t
sufficient reason to exempt them. Many of them are less qualified to be collecting rare plants than I
am and I’m not being granted an automatic permit. And neither are you by this amendment.
 
I understand that the exemption for tribes is a very sensitive issue, so maybe that exemption should
remain.
 
Therefore, with the exception of the tribal exemption, I think you should strike the rest of this
section.
 
If anyone is going to be allowed to collect NM State Endangered plants without a permit, it should be
you and maybe a handful of other obviously qualified botanists like Bob Sivinski or Tim Lowery or
Kelly Allred, namely, active published professional botanists who would be limited to collecting only
when it is in support of specific research they are conducting for publication. And even then, they
should still be required to follow all the same rules that a permittee would have to follow. That
makes sense.
 
So, that is my only comment. I don’t need a response. Also, my preference would be that you keep
my name for this comment private, but if you cannot, that’s fine. Thanks again for the work you do
and thank you for the opportunity to comment on the amendments.
